This presentation on systematic review examines the current state of research on the
application of Artificial intelligence (Al) in the fashion and apparel industry. The review
analyses a total of 65 peer reviewed articles published between 2017 and 2023, covering
various aspects of Al applications in the fashion industry, including product design and
development, supply chain management, customer experience and sustainability.

The findings indicate that Al is being applied in various ways in the fashion industry,
with potential benefits in improving efficiency, reducing waste and enhancing the
customer experience. However, there are also concerns about the ethical implications of
Al, such as data privacy, bias and transparency. The review identifies several gaps in
the current research, including the need for more empirical studies and a focus on
ethical considerations.

The above amount does not include outstanding demand of Noida Authority amounting to
¥17.45 erore towards lease rent for the allotted land alang with interest as on 31 Mareh 2024,

FDDIT received (January 2024) a demand notice of T12.45 crore towards lease rent/interest
for the period up to 31 December 2023, Similar notices were received by 1'DDI in previous
vears also. FDDI requested (Tebruary 2021, Tebrmary 2022 and May 2024) Noida Authorily
(o walve ofl the Interest amount on the plea thai it did not have surplus fund to pay the
outstanding amount. However, the Authority rejected (March 2022 and July 2022) the request
of 'DDI stating that the leasc rent and intercst was payable by FDDI as per the lerms and
condiitons of the lease agreement and there was no provision for walver. Despite this, the
outstanding demand was not provided for in the books of accounts as on 31 March 2024 and
il was disclosed only as a conlingent liabifily.

Non-provisioning of the culstanding demand of Noida Authority resulted in underslalement
of Current Liabilities and Provisions, understatement of Other Adniinistrative Fxpenses and
conscguent understatcment of Deficit by 12,45 crore.

This issuc was also raised in the Separate Audit Report on the Accounts for the year 2022-

23, [Towever, no correclive action has been tuken by the Management.

A.2  Current Assets, Loans, Advances, ete. (Schedule-11): ¥49.38 crore
Orther Assets: Student Fee Rececivables: 38.38 crore

The above includes fee amounting to ¥86.34 lakh pending for recovery for more than three
vears from students who had alrcady lcft FDDI. As thc reccivable amount has been
outstanding for more than three years and possility of recovery of the fees receivable was
remote, necessary provision should have been made. I'DDI1 has also not disclosed any

accounting policy regarding provision for deubtful recovery,

This resulted in overstalement of Current Assets and understatement of Provisions as well as
understaterment of Deficit by I86.34 lakh.

A3 Current liabilities and Provisions (Scheduole-7): T5§.48 crore

{a) The above does not include T500.22 lakh being the amount payable for the services utilized
and expenses incurred by FDDI, Hyderabad campus during 2023-24. No provision for
outstanding liability of 250.22 lakh has been created in its books of accounts.

This has resulted in understatement of Current Liabilitics, understatement of Expenses with
consequential understaterment of Deficit by £50.22 lakh.

(k) The above includes Student Development Fee of 23,92 crore which is shown under the
head ‘Tunds [or Students’. As per the provisions of Finance and Accounts Manual of FTODI,
Student Development Fee is a part of the Direct Income, Theretore, amount reccived on
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acceunt of Student Development Fee should have been accounted for as Income instead of
showing it under Current Liahilitics.

This has resulted in understatement of Fees/Subscriptions, overslatement of Current
Liabilities and overstatement of Delicil for the year 2023-24 by 33,92 crore.

(c} The above includes T15.00 lakh received by DDI, Kolkata Campus from West Bengal
SC/ST Development Finance Corporation Limited in the vear 2017-18 for SC/ST students,
Sinee the amount had been duly spent, the same should have been adjusted in [ncome and
Fxpendilure Account instead of showing under Current Liabilities. This has resulted in
overstatement of Current Liabilitics and undcrstatcment of Income to the same extent,
Conscquently, Deficit is also overstated by the same amount.

B. Contingent Liabilities (Schedule-25)

The above schedule does nol include the litigation cases related to Head eftice-Noida and
other branches/campuses of FDDI, which were pending with different Courts,

Audit observed that a total 15 courl cascs (Noida-3, Fursatean]-3. Rohtak-1, Banur-2.
Todhpur-4) were pending. FIDI) should have disclosed all the legal cases under Confingent
Tiabalities as per the Uniform I'ormat of Accounts, Further, in one of the cases, a recovery
suit had been tiled against FDDI for 32,13,683 along with pendente lite and future interest ai
the rate of 18 percent per annum from the date of (ling the suit il its realization. This was
also not disclosed in the accounts.,

. General

In para 5(b) of Schedule-24, it was disclosed that lands of 7 branches (Chennai, Kolkata,
Rohtak. Jodhpur, Hyderabad, Patna and Bamu) had been allotted free of cost by the
respeclive State (rovernments and the same had been shown in the books of accounts at
nominal values of 1/- cach. However, land details of other 5 branches were not disclosed in
books of accounts, Further, in Schedule § (8A and 8B) rclated to Fixed Assets, all buildings
were shewt on frechold land which is incorrect as the lands of 8 campuses are leasehold. The
disclosure in Schedule 8 is delicient 1o that extent,

In respect of Rohtak campus, Ilaryana State Industrial Development Corporation Ltd aliotted
{April 2009) 15 acres of land on leasehold basis for an initial peried of five vears (cffective
from 19 January 2009). Upon cxpiry of the initial period of five vears, the lease was
rencwable for a further period of 25 years if FDDI fully established the Footwear Design and
Development Institute on the said land within the initial five vear period. Annual leasc rent
for the land was 2100 per vear per acre. The initial five-year period had expired in the year
2014. However, the rencwal of the lease deed for further 25 years had not been completed so
far. Therefore, provision for lease rent of 215,000 (15 acres *100*10 years) should be booked
by the Rohtak Campus.

D. Grant-in-Aid

I'DDI had an opening balance of Grant amounting to $4.73 crorc as on 1 April 2023 and it
received grant of ¥31.12 crore under different heads {Non-leather project: Z18.10 crore,

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Noida lab building; Z8.27 crere and Bannur Girls Hostel: ¥4.75 crore) from the Government
of India during the year 2023-24. Out of the total grant, FDD utilised an amount of T21.74
crore, Closing balance of Grant as on 31 March 2024 was ¥14.11 crore.

Besides, FDI2 earned interest of 20,058 crore on the grants and refunded interest of T0.145
crore during the year.

L. Management Lelter

Neficiencies which have not been included in this Separate Audit Report have been brought
1o the notice ol the Management ol the Institute through a Management Letier issued
separately for remedial/corrective action.

Sheet and Tncome and Expenditure Account/Reccipts and Pavments Account dealt with by
this report are in agreement with the books of uccounts,

1, Adcquacy of Internal Audit System

Internal Audit was being done by hired Chartered Accountants’ firm namely RSM &
Associales and the same had been completed up to the financial vear 2023-24 for all the
campuses.

2. Adequacy of Inlernal Control System

The internal control sysiem was inadequate and not commensurate with the size and nature
of the activities of FIDI2I in so far as financial matters arc concerned, due to the reasons
mentioned below:

{a) Sundry creditors include balance of 21,176.22 lakh, out of which ¥35.73 lakh pettain
to sundry creditors outstanding for more than three years and amount 0 311.99 lakh
pertains to sundry ereditors oulstunding for one to three years. The total of campus-
wise creditors of 31,176.22 lakh as provided by Mavnagemeni (age-wise credilors in
MS-Excel) was also not malching with the amount shown in annual accounts i.e.
T1,177.68 lakh {As per Schedule-7).

Further, balance confirmation of Sundry Debtors of 15251 lakh which were
pending for more than (hree years was not found on record.

{b} There was no uniformity in maintaining expenditure control register, separate ledger
for hostel fee, advance register, TA and T.TC bill register, medical claim expendilurc
register, Invesimeni regisier and register of contracts.

{¢) Amounts of ¥30,000 and 4,000 shown under staff imprest have not been recovered
from two former cmployees since 2015 and 2011 respectively.

(d) FDIN, Noida Campus Incurred an expenditure of 227,42 lakh towards Legal &
Professional Charges during the year 2023-24. However, the cmpanelment letters of
the legal consullants [or the period from 1 April 2023 to 29 February 2024 were not
availabie on records.

3 System of Physical Verification of Fixed Assets

Physical verification of fixed assets was completed for all campuses except Chennai
cammpus. In the Assets Registers, value of each asset (working and non-working asscts) were
not disclosed.

4, System of Physical Verification of Inventory

Physical verification of the inventory had been completed by the Management for all
campuses except Chennai campus.

3, Regularity in Payment of Siatutory Dues

The Institute was regular in payment of statutory dues during the year 2{}; 3-24.
